THE RTSA SECURES 1,782 CONVICTIONS DURING THE MONTH OF OCTOBER 2019 IN THE LUSAKA FAST TRACK COURT.
LUSAKA, November 12th 2019— The Road Transport and Safety Agency (RTSA), has secured 1, 782 convictions in the Lusaka Fast Track Court on Traffic offences in the Month of October this year. 

The highest convictions were for Expired Road Tax with 436 convictions, Expired Test Certificate with 209 convictions, Expired or Uninsured Motor Vehicle with 156 convictions, plying for Hire with 142 convictions, unlicensed driver with 132 convictions and driving a Motor Vehicle in a Dangerous condition with 117 convictions.
Other offences that resulted in convictions were, dangerous driving, contravening Statutory Instrument No.76 regulation, expired certificate of fitness, expired drivers license, use of hand held mobile phone while driving and use of unregistered motor vehicle.

In certain instances, some motorists were found with multiple counts (offences). Statistics have shown that dangerous driving and use of mobile phones while driving continue to be major contributors of road traffic accidents in the country.

The RTSA would like to remind members of the public that it will sustain its traffic law enforcement patrols countrywide in order to ensure total compliance among motorists and ensure safety for all road users.
