The public is also cautioned that in collaboration with the Zambia Police traffic section, the RTSA had deployed adequate officers to ensure adherence to road traffic rules and regulations by way of conducting highway traffic patrols across the country.

This will be complimented with road safety education and publicity alongside traffic law enforcement.

The RTSA would continue conducting such activities on major highways and strategic roads to ensure that all road users are abreast with road safety rules and regulations in order to continue saving lives from avoidable road traffic crashes.
