GOVERNMENT PRIORITISE ROAD SAFETY AS A NATIONAL DEVELOPMENT AGENDA

LUSAKA, 17th February 2020 — Government has prioritised road safety as a national development agenda in achieving the 2030 Sustainable Development Goals (MDGs).

Speaking in Lusaka ahead of the 3rd Global Ministerial Conference on Road Safety, which will be held from 19-20 February 2020 in Stockholm, Sweden, Transport and Communications Minister Hon. Mutotwe Kafwaya, said it is Government’s goal to provide access to safe, affordable, accessible and sustainable transport systems for all by 2030.

Mr. Kafwaya said the Government is happy with the steady progress Zambia has recorded in the past few years in improving the road safety profile of the country. He said  government  under  the  leadership  of His  Excellency,  Dr. Edgar  Lungu  has continued to put in place policies that support the growth of the transport industry and the provision of safer roads.

‘‘Over the past years, the Government has undertaken a lot of road projects, notably expanding public roads. Now our focus will be making these roads more inclusive with special attention to the needs of those in vulnerable situations, women, children, persons with disabilities and older persons, ’’ he said.

Mr.  Kafwaya is expected to attend the 3rd Global Ministerial Conference on Road Safety on Tuesday 19 February 2020 in Stockholm, Sweden with more than 100 United Nations member countries to be represented at the event to discuss the global road safety agenda leading up to 2030.

And Road Transport and Safety Agency Director and Chief Executive Officer, Mr. Gladwell Banda, has said the RTSA will take full advantage of the Conference  to accelerate the reduction of road crashes and deaths in Zambia by engaging with other countries on best practices in road safety interventions  that are key to reducing the road carnage and resultant fatalities.
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
