ROAD TRANSPORT AND SAFETY AGENCY
PRESS STATEMENT
THE RTSA NABS 662 MOTORISTS DURING THE LONG WEEKEND.

LUSAKA, 3rdMay 2023— The Road Transport and Safety Agency (RTSA) has nabbed 662 motorists for various traffic offences during the long weekend with expired road tax recording the highest.

The Agency also nabbed 26 motorists for driving under the influence of alcohol in Livingstone which hosted the Mosi Day of Thunder during the same period.
The highest offences during the holiday were expired road tax with 89 offences, exceeding speed limit with 72 offences, plying for hire and reward with 47 offences, expired insurance with 36 offences, expired test certificate with 33 offences, unlicensed driver with 20 offences and dangerous driving with 31 offences.
Other offences included, use of unregistered motor vehicle, obstruction of roadway by motor vehicle, failure to obey traffic signs, failure to wear obligatory seatbelt, expired identity, expired certificate of fitness, defective tyres, unsecured load careless driving and alighting.

The RTSA in collaboration with the Zambia Police Service deployed officers in Livingstone to ensure total adherence to road traffic laws and regulations before, during and after the Mosi Day of Thunder which occurred during the long weekend.

The Agency is concerned that it has continued recording offences of motorists driving under the influence of alcohol especially during weekends and public holidays.

The RTSA would like to warn traffic offenders that they risk having their driver licenses revoked as their conduct on public roads endanger the lives of other road user.
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
